Financial Aspects of Camp

Camp Hours: 6:45 AM until 5:30 PM

MEMBER RATES: $85 per week
NON-MEMBER RATES: $99 per week
CIT:

Registration Fee: $30.00

Deposit: $20.00 per week of camp plus initial $30.00 registration fee. The
$20.00 deposit is subtracted from the weekly camp fees. Deposits are due
upon registration.

Payment Plan: Payment plans provide for one monthly payment, and may
extend past the duration of Camp. All payment plans must be established with
the Childcare office. Bankdraft or credit card only.

Fees Due: Remaining fees for the camp week are due by Monday drop-off each
week. The only exception is if a payment plan has been made. If fees are not
paid on Monday at drop off, your child will not be allowed to remain at camp.

Payment Methods: Check or money order at camp location (black payment box
located on Parent Table). Bankdraft, cash or credit card at front desk or
Childcare office only. Please include your child’s name on all payments to the
YMCA.

Drop a Week/Add a Week: Please fill out the Drop/Add form for changes to
camp. One week’s notice is required to add or drop a week. Deposits are
nonrefundable, but can be transferred if proper notice is given.

Receipts: Located in “Receipt Book” on your camp’s Parent Table. Please email
jwalker@jcymca.org if you would like a PDF copy emailed to you instead.

Returned Checks: $15.00 returned check fee. Insufficient bank drafts are
assessed a $10.00 fee. After three insufficient returns, we will not accept
checks or bank drafts. Insufficient drafts or checks may result in loss of
enrollment.

Collections

Payments not received in the timeframe indicated weekly or as a result of an
insufficient check may be subject to collection activity by a collection agency
and/or attorney. If such occurs, the patron agrees that he/she shall be
responsible for any and all of the Jefferson City Area YMCA’s expenses,
including but not limited to, collection costs, court costs, and attorney fees
whether or not litigation is commenced.

Late Fee
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$1.00 per minute will be charged if child is dropped off before 6:45 or picked
up after 5:30. Late Fees must be paid before returning to camp the next day.
Late Fees are paid directly to staff member in camp, not to the YMCA. If you
have multiple children enrolled in camp, please make an effort to pick up your
last child no later than 5:30

Exceptions to Late Pick-Up

In the case of inclement weather, parents will be given an appropriate amount of
time to safely pick up their child. In the case of auto accidents or major traffic
tie-ups, staff will also show some leniency. Please call the YMCA if you know
you are in one of these situations.
